Full Water Supply – No Maximum Cap - Pricing

Water use for the 2007 season through June was 17,794 AF, which represents 45.34% of projected water sales based on the 2007 budgeted amount of 39,250 AF.  The Board’s position at the July 12th meeting was to NOT set a maximum cap on water use this year.  The charge for water above the allocated amount (22.9”) will remain at $7.16 per delivered acre-foot.  

An average of 300 cfs is being pumped into the Dove Creek Canal and all of the pumping plants have been running at maximum capacity.  Low pressures in the lateral lines have been seen throughout the project.  To minimize this situation we ask all full service irrigators to stay as close to design maximums flow rates as possible.  This information can be obtained by contacting DWCD Field Crew.  Your co-operation would be appreciated.

McPhee Reservoir peaked at elevation 6924.33 feet on June 14th with a content of 382,526 AF.  The full reservoir elevation is 6924.0 feet with a capacity of 381,000 AF. 

Dove Creek Project

The north system of the Dove Creek Secondary System is operational.  The DWCD crews are currently working on the south side of U.S. Highway 491.  The crew has installed 3,840 feet of pipe and 14 taps on the south system.  Construction on the Dove Creek Project is slated for completion later this year.
