PUBLIC DISCUSSION

New Information on Historic Intended MVIC Service Area – Rege Leach and Marty Robbins presented the Board with information that shows the historic MVIC service area and stated that there is information that suggests there were ditches planned prior to the Project that intended to deliver water to the are being irrigated by Ute Mountain Farm & Ranch Enterprise.  Marty oriented the Board to the maps that were presented.  One map showed the outline of the canal that was designed in 1936 and one map was the Statement of Claim map for the original water court case in 1887.  Rege stated that the map from 1936 did not show the Ute Mountain Ute Reservation, Rege continued to explain that these maps were used to support MVIC’s absolute water right so it makes sense that the Reservation would not be shown on the map.  Marty stated that there is a good history of how the original “Companies” changed hands, there are however some gaps.  Marty stated that he made a disc that has quick links to show the original court cases and the complete 1933-1963 court history and stated that there are different Statements of Claim to the 1933-1963 decree.  In 2009, using the Statement of Claim of the Colorado Consolidated Land and Water Company, Marty found where there was intent under the original statements of Montezuma Water Supply Company the predecessor to the Colorado Consolidated Land and Water Company that included the Ute Mountain Ute Tribal Lands to the Montezuma County Boundary Line which would be the Colorado\New Mexico State Line.  Marty stated that this leads to an assumption that MVIC’s water can be used on Ute Mountain Ute Reservation lands.     Rege stated that DWR continues to press MVIC to identify the current irrigated MVIC lands.  Marty stated that finding out the current MVIC irrigated lands will assist DWCD in making their conditional water right absolute.  Marty’s research will have a direct impact on the ability to move the 6,000 af of water to Farm & Ranch.  Marty is still collecting information and stated that anything that the Board finds to be pertinent that was not included to please let him know.

Letter to CWCB Releasing Remaining Balance of Contract #C15093 – Mike stated that he has drafted a letter to Mike Serlet stating that the Board has concluded that de-authorization of the non-disbursed portion of the CWCB loan funds would be appropriate.  If a loan is required in the future the best way to proceed at this point would be to present an application for a new loan.  Mike stated that he will send the letter on April 10, 2009.

Update – Stimulus Requests – Mike stated that he and Ken were working on sending an application through BOR to receive stimulus funding.  Mike stated that the District is competing for what has been termed Discretionary Money.  Mike stated that if the funds are appropriated to the District, staff would use it to work on the access road from Sage Hen to the Dam and fiber from Great Cut Dike to the Dam.  Mike stated that getting stimulus money is a long shot, but worth a try.
Backhoe Purchase – Mike stated that Bruce Harrison has been working to purchase a backhoe.  Bruce Harrison stated that after testing various brands of backhoe, such as, John Deere and Caterpillar bids were made from both the Caterpillar dealer and the John Deere dealer.  Bruce stated that both of the machines are very comparable with one exception and that is the warranty.  Normal warranty on either machine is 12 months/1500 hours, due to government pricing that is available to the District the Caterpillar dealer was able to provide a 60 month/7500 hour warranty, which John Deere could not match.  Bruce stated that this detail makes the Caterpillar bid more cost effective.  Bruce also stated that staff was consulted and staff preference was to purchase the Caterpillar.  Bruce recommends purchasing the Caterpillar backhoe for $92,700.

05CW44:  Janice sent out a revised draft decree and letter in response to a letter from the attorney general for the CWCB and are awaiting a response.

06CW125:  Janice is awaiting a response on the draft decree.  In a related matter, in which Rico applied for a change of its Silver Creek rights and a new right for a North Alluvium Well; 1) Janice will talk with attorneys for Rico and CWCB re: Rico’s use of the de minimus allowance under 95CW104, the District’s upstream Augmentation Plan only for a short stretch of the River and 2) Janice sent a rough draft Well Lease Agreement to Rico’s attorney, after conferring with him on the phone. Janice discussed the de minimus and the return flows with regard to CWCB Dolores ISF.  The ISF is 20 cfs.  
Due Diligence:  Applications were filed for the District's Main Canal 505 cfs and Plateau Creek Reservoir.  There were no Statements of Opposition.  Janice sent a draft decree to the Division Engineer.
CWCB Protection of McPhee Release Greater than 78 cfs:  Janice and Mike conferred by phone with Susan Schneider, Linda Bassi, CWCB, and Vern, concerning (1) revised draft to DWCD/CWCB contract providing CWCB with a "contractual interest" in water once released from the McPhee "Fishery Pool" in amounts greater than 78 cfs for CWCB's protection to benefit the downstream fishery, and (2) a draft letter to the CDOW requesting for an analysis of the improvement to the environment from the CWCB's protection of releases from the McPhee Fishery Pool of greater than 78 cfs.  We are awaiting receipt of a draft from CWCB of what form the application will take.  Janice, Mike, Susan, Linda and Vern will discuss these issues further next month.  Janice has discussed DWCD's interest in the CWCB protection matter with Alex Davis.
ANIMAS LA-PLATA

Uses for Lake Nighthorse – (Summary, Durango Herald, February 14, 2009, March 21, 2009,) The filling of Lake Nighthorse, scheduled to begin this spring, brought up the issue of Lake recreation.  The Lake will have an area of 1,500 acres (the surface of Vallecito Reservoir covers 2,700 acres) and hold 120,000 AF when the basin is full in 18 months to three years.  The ALPWCD, which had not wanted any administrative role in the development of Lake recreation, but was ready to help out, sponsored a public meeting on recreation on March 5, attracting about 170 people, and now has agreed to investigate managing recreation with five Board members to serve on an exploration committee.  The District may need to adjust its budget and form some partnerships if the plan is to move forward.  La Plata County is supportive and Durango is going to put its money into developing a whitewater park at Smelter Rapids.  Board vice president, Joe Colgan, said the District wants to make the park unique.  The District spent $5,000 on the March 5 public meeting and has an equal amount in reserve for similar activities.  When the Board meets in May it will hear formal reports of the March 5 meeting; a report on state statutes governing water conservancy districts; and a report from the exploration committee.  Board members would like to have a display at the Lake of the archeological items recovered before work on Ridges Basin Reservoir dam began.  A team from SWCA Environmental Consultants spent five years in the basin, recovering more than 800,000 items -- from shards of pottery to entire objects -- related to the prehistoric society that flourished there from 750 to 825 A.D.  

Mancos Water Conservancy District (MWCD)
Canal Repair Funds Authorized:  (Summary, Cortez Journal, March 7, 2009)  MWCD Board members and staff visited legislators about the Public Lands Bill, which authorized, among other things, $8.25 million for repairing and rehabilitating the Jackson Gulch Canal.  Six of the combined 175 bills relate to Colorado water issues.  This was the District's sixth request for appropriations authorization.  Last year, the District put in a retaining wall along the inlet canal, allowing access to the canal for the first time in 50 years to make access to the canal easier for its rehabilitation.  The timeline of the rehabilitation project depends on when funding comes through.  The Reservoir serves the Mancos Valley, Mesa Verde National Park, and is a backup supply for the town of Mancos.  It provides irrigation water for more than 13,000 acres.  The Public Lands Bill, after its defeat by the House under special rules which required a 2/3 vote, has now passed and is heading to the President.  (See below regarding Public Lands/Wilderness Bill.)

Jackson Reservoir Water:  (Summary, Cortez Journal Editorial, March 14, 2009)  The Mancos Project infrastructure that carries water to and from Jackson Gulch Reservoir is more than half a century old.  It is essential to the provision of water to Mancos and Mesa Verde.  The MWCD system has benefited from years of ingenuity, thrift and hard work by the manager and the board, but at some point, "making do" won't do any longer.  Some real money needs to be spent.  
USFS and BLM. 

Dolores Public Lands Office (DPLO) Glade Wetlands Restoration Project Receives USFS Award:  (Summary, Durango Herald, March 12, 2009)  The DPLO received a USFS national conservation award for a multi-year project to recover and restore five large wetlands on the Glade, one of which is the largest wetland on the San Juan National Forest at about 50 acres.  Since 2005, nearly 300 acres of wetland and upland habitat have been improved in the area.  The project included reconstructing fencing to exclude livestock from sensitive areas and relocating a corral.  Dams and spillways were repaired, and natural drainage features were restored.  Vegetation recovery, waterfowl use and nesting success are being monitored, and two new stock ponds are under design.  Future plans call for decommissioning two roads and developing a wildlife-viewing area.   

Ditch Bill Easements –  There are approximately 180 Ditch Bill Easements that need to be satisfied and they will be the most difficult to satisfy.  Janice will keep the Board updated.

Janice handed out an article on Mercury and hasn’t had a chance to talk to the representative on the Water Quality Control Commission (WQCC) about this issue.

O&M REPORT

Update on Current Projects

Towaoc Highline Canal – Liner is installed and water is being delivered to UF&R.

Towaoc Power Plant – Control relay replacements have been received, units have been shipped to Denver BOR for calibration.  

South Canal – WAPA located splices on high voltage underground.  Work will continue this fall.

Status of System Operations/Current O&M Work

Planned maintenance (work orders) being completed on all facilities.

Vince Lopez and Wayne Kline (DWCD Staff) are rebuilding lateral delivery box meters.  They are also installing meters and foot valves on canal M&I's.

Bob McFarlin, Bill Cattles, and Burl Singer (DWCD Staff) have been doing the prep work for water on Dove Creek Canal including sediment removal and embankment repair.  Valve repair continues on laterals.

Lloyd Johnson, Harlon Howell, Don Howell and Nick Kingery (DWCD Staff) are performing MP2 maintenance at all facilities and performing maintenance at Towaoc Power Plant.  They are also working on motor & pump installation at Sandstone Pumping Plant and weed burning and cleanup along Dove Creek Canal.
Luke Baxstrom (DWCD Staff) has been servicing and repairing trucks and equipment and helping when and where needed.

E.A Birk (DWCD Staff) continues Dam monitoring and working on the MP2 maintenance program.  He also monitors water quality and releases at Totten and continued water reporting.

Jerry Katz, Brian Lindsley and Gary Croke (DWCD Staff) are working on MP2 electrical work orders at all facilities.  Bruce explained that the electricians also work on the THC performing work orders.  Gary has been working on administration for the power plants.  

Collin Garrison, Eric Tanner, Rick Randolph, Rick McDonald and Chris Acree (DWCD Staff) Control room staff went to 24 hours 7 days a week on April 1st.

Phil Moore (DWCD Staff) Working on operational bugs since the completion of Towaoc Highline Canal PLC installation.

Frank Green (DWCD Staff) is spraying weeds along the Towaoc Highline Canal when possible he has also been burning weeds along the Dove Creek Canal.
ENGINEERING REPORT

WAPA Update – Ken stated that he and Bruce have been meeting with WAPA.  Ken stated that Empire Electric found a contract dated 1988 that gives Empire Electric the ability to perform the maintenance on the pumping plant substations and at this time WAPA is in agreement.  It is unclear if the power lines underground at Sandstone are covered by the agreements in place.  It is the expectation Empire Electric will take the lead on performing the repairs at Sandstone.


Water Accounting – Ken presented the general water accounting stating that the sno-tels have just come out for the first of April and the forecast is expected to continue to go down.  Ken stated that through webinars he has been learning how to process the forecast information.  Ken stated that the River Basin Forecast Center concentrates on weather information but not reservoirs.  Ken stated that there have been questions about sublimation in the wind, he stated that it is not explicitly taken into account on the model but covered somewhat by runoff records.  Ken stated that dust from the wind on the snow is also being studied heavily especially in the Silverton area.  Ken stated that there is a lot of speculation that the water will go into the ground this year instead of runoff into the river.  There is confirmation that Southwest Colorado was below average in March, but there is no forecast that April will be anything but normal.  EA is beginning to correlate this year with past years and so far they are in line with the current forecasts.  Ken stated that there will be another month before a spill commitment will be made.  Ken stated that the water accounting sheet shows that the spring runoff is beginning.  Ken also highlighted that the wetlands and Totten will use the fish and wildlife water for the season.  MVIC has not turned on, the current numbers reflect a flushing of the May Pipeline and will be charged for irrigation water.  Ken stated that there was some water used by MVIC outside the irrigation season for stock water.  When MVIC turns on and flows go up they will stop accounting stock water.  Ken stated that there are new columns on the inflow/outflow tabulation and this is an early attempt to keep a daily record for Total MVIC and Total 105,500 AF there is also a column for Total MVIC Irrigation.  Ken stated that Total MVIC will be Nov 1 thru Oct 31.  Ken also pointed out the Totten and U/S exchange columns.  Ken explained that when all the final numbers from DWR were reconciled MVIC was in deficit of about 8,000 af in 2008.  Ken handed out spreadsheets explaining he has been working on a way to that will allow DWCD to perform a monthly check so MVIC will know where they are with regard to water supply during the water season.  Ken stated that in looking at forecasts he used a 70% and 50% forecast.  Ken explained that however the spill plays out will definitely affect the call water for MVIC.  Ken stated that DWCD will hold off on the spill until after the May 1st forecast.  Ken stated that he will also look at how to account for Class B stock on the inflow/outflow tabulation.  Don asked what Ken is doing with the template, Ken stating that the template has been run and stated that as long as Groundhog stays in the system the water in Groundhog is accounted for by gauges on the Dolores River and explained some of the issues surrounding Groundhog.  Don stated that project supply is not to be pulled until Groundhog is used.  Ken stated that he feels that based on the DWR records show that it does not show up as filling every year and has only drained when the gates were being repaired.  Don stated that there are more alternatives to MVIC so they wouldn’t have to drain Groundhog such as not leasing to the Utes. 

Projects 

Ken stated that a discussion should take place in the near future with regard to a delivery cap to the full service irrigators.  Ken would not recommend the practice of allowing people to use as much water as they wish.  Ken would like to possibly offer an extra inch or two and will have recommendation for May.
