BOR REPORT
Vern stated that an operation plan was included in the Board Packet.  Vern stated that the reservoir has held even the last few days.  The projected ending elevation is 6988.55.  He stated that Burns & Roe, a Engineering Company was to tour the project and provide a scope of work and proposal to evaluate facilities in respect to O & M. T/H COMMITTEE REPORT

Vern stated that they have been working on the year end accounting in preparation for the 2008 Budget and have been making progress.  Vern stated that they will be sending out supplemental charge notices for the overruns on the siphon repair and fiber contract.  He stated that they had a leak on Reach 3.  It was a sink hole.  Ute Farm and Ranch went in and placed in a membrane liner.  The thought is that it will hold until November and then they can go in and complete a permanent repair.
Bruce Harrison stated that the T/C Committee had requested loan funds until we received payment from the Ute Mountain Ute Tribe.  He stated that the loan funds have almost been exhausted.  The Committee estimated expenses to get through until the end of the year.  However, in the meantime we received partial funds from Ute Farm and Ranch.  There is no guarantee on when we will be receiving the remainder.  Bruce stated that the T/C Committee needed DWCD Board approval to borrow more District funds until remainder of payment is received.  

Bruce Smart stated that he thought is was good to see some funds to cover their debt.  It was stated that approximately $30,000 of the Ute’s payment will end up in Towaoc Highline.  Bruce S. stated that they have been trying to figure costs for the remainder of the year.  Bruce S. stated that he felt that the canal needed to be kept in good condition and operational.  Bruce S. stated that he recommends $100,000-$150,000 more be loaned to the T/H Committee.  Bruce S. stated that the ceiling limit would be $350,000, because the District committed $200,000 already.  Staff would keep it to what is needed to keep costs down and still operate.  Don asked if Paul gave a sense of when we could expect the remaining payment.  

Vern stated that he has been working on this for the last 10 years.  He stated that he was excited that DWCD received a check and the Chairman is directing Farm and Ranch to pay for their billing.  Bruce Harrison stated that the Farm and Ranch was instructed to budget for the amount in future years. Water Report

Lisa stated that water sales through the end of July 2007 were 33,013.9 acre-feet which represents 84.1% of projected sales based on the 2007 Budget.  It was the highest July usage ever.  Don asked about the averages on the chart of water sales.  Bruce Harrison stated that he is expecting to meet our budgeted water sales.  
LEGAL REPORT 

96CW49 - Janice stated that she received today the signed copy from Jim Felt on 96CW49.  Janice stated that she has a status conference on the Rico filings.

CWCB Protection of McPhee Release Greater than 78 cfs – Janice reported that she is working with Linda Bassi, CWCB staff and Susan Schneider of the Attorney Generals Office on how to proceed in this matter.

District Statements of Opposition - American No. 1 – Applicant has enetered into an augmentation contract with the District and Janice stated that she has signed off on the decree.    

A-LP Cases – Janice reported that ALP appropriations look like they are going well.  The Bush Administration recommended $63 million for the A-LP for FY 2008, $10 million more than had initially been expected.

U S Forest Service (“USFS”) Governmental Water Roundtable (Roundtable) – Janice reported that the representatives will be able to review the Wild and Scenic River portion of the Plan EIS at the Roundtable meeting.  She stated that the EIS includes the opportunity for a prospective action to allow for the continued forward progress of the River Protection Work Group process.  Janice stated that other places are having Wild and Scenic issues also.  Montana, Idaho and Utah counties are asking that the rivers not be listed.  Janice asked if anyone was wanting to make comments on the Forest Service and their performance.  She stated that there is an opportunity to do so if anyone is interested.

Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park Federal Reserved Water Rights – The Case Judge in the water court quantification case ordered the parties involved to reach agreement this summer or, he said he was prepared to interject the authority of his court to resolve the black Canyon water rights issue.

Tacoma Power Plant Relicensing - Alex Davis, Assistant DNR Director for Water Resources visited the Tacoma Hydroelectric Project of Public Service Company of Colorado D/B/A Excel Energy with regard to its relicensing process under FERC procedures.  Flows are diverted from Cascade Creek into a conduit that delivers flows to the Little Cascade Creek watershed, thence into Electra Lake and from there into a penstock to the Tacoma Powerhouse in the Animas River Canyon.

Recreational In-Channel Diversion (“RICD”):  06CW09 – Mediation took place on July 11, 2007, with follow-up mediation on August 6.  A resolution has not yet been reached, but Durango should send a written response to Objectors by august 31 on the latest settlement proposal.  Trial is set for January 2008.

Navajo-Gallup Water Supply Project Planning Report Draft Environmental Impact Statement (PR DEIS) – Janice stated that Steve H. has been working on the depletion guarantee for the Navajo Nation in the Biological Opinion, the comment period has been extended.  Discussions are still underway to ensure that if the Navajos borrow the unused depletions of Colorado entities, the Navajos will given them up when they are actually being used in Colorado.

Navajo Reserved Water Rights Settlement and NGWSP Legislation – Senator Bingaman (NM) introduced S. 1171, the Northwestern New Mexico Rural Water Projects Act, which would approve the agreement among New Mexico, the Navajo Nation and the United States to settle the Navajo Nation’s reserved water rights claims in New Mexico and authorize the construction of the NGWSP.  The SWCD hopes to send representatives to meet with the Colorado Congressional Delegation to have language included in the bill to protect future development of water for the San Juan River and its tributaries in Colorado.    

Coalbed Methane (“CBM”) Wells.- Janice reported that a Durango-based water court judge ruled that when coalbed methane operators pump out groundwater during drilling, they are putting the water to “beneficial use”, a legal ruling that gives Colorado’s State Engineer authority over the process, a position the state engineer disagreed with during the trial of the lawsuit brought by two farmers.  The Colorado State Engineer’s Office said a District Court judge’s order that requires CBM gas producers to obtain water-well permits will essentially shut down gas production while the State processes water-well permits.

Jim Fisher asked Janice about the issues in regards to the Black Canyon.  He felt that if it was implemented there it could happen here as well.  Janice stated that the Black Canyon has a reserved water right and it has to be quantified.  The Dolores Project does not have that reserved water right.  Jim asked about downstream.  Janice stated that the one place that it came up was on the Piedra for a downstream wilderness area.  Janice stated that there are reasons to be concerned, but the concerns are not the same.  Janice stated that the endangered species is what concerns her the most.   

CONSULTING ENGINEER REPORT

Steve H. reported that he has been working with Bruce and E.A. on the Totten flumes.  He stated that there will be 4 on the Thomas property, and one on another property that would be connected by satellite.  All should be installed next spring.  
Steve H. stated that he has not heard back on the ponds in Dove Creek for the Lawn and Garden System.  Bruce H. stated that he has not heard anything.  
Steve H. reported that the Town of Rico may be pushing harder to get their well in.  They have encountered some problems.  They might be looking at getting the well sooner than originally anticipated.  Steve H. stated that they might get by with 1 small well.  Steve H. reported that the Town came across issues with the sewer treatment plant and it will probably not go as planned.  

Steve H. stated that the presentation on meteorological studies on prediction of snowfall is still to come, but not sure when.  

Steve H. reported that a Basin Roundtable meeting was held August 8, 2007 at DWCD offices.    He stated that there were good discussions on uses, consumptive and non-consumptive.  Jim Isgar was in attendance.  

Steve stated that he has been to ALP Dam site and it is beginning to look like a dam.  He stated that they received the pumps for the plants.  Janice stated that SWWCD is setting up tours if anyone is interested.  Denise reported that they are providing a tour at the COWA meeting on October 4 in the afternoon at 2 p.m.

Hydrologic Determination to Protect the Navajo Gallup Pipeline - Spoke with John Salazar and will trying to arrange a meeting in DC with the House Subcommittee to get input and have been working with the State of NM to work out language.  There is a version in the House and Senate right now.

Joe asked about the cost for the measuring devices at Totten.  Bruce H. stated that the satellite stations will be the most costly.  Marty stated that he did not know if the State will be involved and he did not know if in kind services will be provided or not.  Bruce H. stated that he has been looking at the cost and it will be around $10,000.  He stated that we will need five.

DWCD 2006 Appropriation of Funds - Janice reported last when a public entity spends more than their appropriated funds, they have reserves, but were not appropriated.  The law did not show an action.  She spoke with SDA it does not allow it and entities do it anyway.  At the December meeting publish notice and hold a hearing to appropriate reserves for 2007.  We will look to having the supplemental budget hearing if needed.   

Leadership Montezuma Scholarship Support – Lisa stated that at the July 12 Board meeting, Chuck McAfee requested support to provide a scholarship with the High School Leadership Program which he explained as a youth oriented leadership development program for high school sophomores and juniors to provide them with skills, knowledge, experiences, networking opportunities and encouragement to become partners for positive change.  It is students learning about the community and receiving training to be active participants in the community.
Discussion:  The Board chose to not contribute monetary donations at this time.  They would provide in kind services.

Lisa stated that the Personnel Committee needs to meet and bring findings to the Board from the Salary Survey conducted by Jim Brooks.  Joe stated that the Personnel Committee needs to meet.  Staff was directed to have it as an agenda item for the September meeting.

MVIC REQUEST FOR LOAN PARITY
Don asked Randy Carver to explain the MVIC request for loan parity.

Randy stated that MVIC is working on a project to install five miles of pipeline in the existing May Lateral ditch, which is to deliver irrigation water to 105 shareholders.  The pipeline construction will reduce seepage, which now ranges from three to seven cubic feet per second per day, in part because the one-half mile of ditch lined with concrete in the 1970’s has developed several large cracks and holes.  MVIC has requested funds from CWCB and received approval of a loan up to $5,240,000 at 2.5% interest for thirty years.  The project is estimated to cost $5,820,000.  The construction would begin in the fall of 2007 principally with MVIC staff and equipment.  The MVIC Board of Directors approved the loan proposal.  Randy explained that CWCB agreed to grant MVIC its loan, with one major contingency:  DWCD agree to grant the new CWCB loan “Parity” with MVIC’s annual payments of about $76,530 ($63,200 in Project construction costs and $13,300 in account fees).  Randy stated without DWCD accepting parity the loan will not go through.  Randy stated that by the next Board meeting they will have all the figures together and their annuity in place.  Randy stated that he wanted to introduce the issue to DWCD and will be at the next meeting on September 13, 2007 to ask if DWCD is willing to accept parity.  The security for the loan is shareholder assessments and the repayment contract that DWCD has with MVIC for the Dolores Project.  The DWCD also has a lien on their shareholders for that payment.  It is fairly standard from the CWCB for the loans that they want to be equal and not in a second position on the loan.  Janice stated that parity means if MVIC should default on payments owed to DWCD or CWCB, it is proportional parity.  Otherwise stated if MVIC were to default on payment to both the District and to the CWCB, CWCB and the District could receive available MVIC funds in a 2/3-1/3 ratio in proportion to the size of annual payments owed each Party.  Janice stated that she received the information from Vaughn McWilliams, CWCB staff.  Randy stated that at the next meeting they will have figures, cost estimates, financial statements available.  Janice asked Randy what MVIC is planning to do with the water they are planning to save by fixing the leaking lateral.  Randy stated that they would be serving current shareholders that are not currently being served.  Jim asked the value of the loan that we hold.  Janice stated about $80,000 a year for 50 years and the repayment will continue beyond that.  Bruce S. asked if there were any ties to the Bureau of Reclamation.  Vern stated that he currently does not know.  Don stated that the cash flow is the biggest concern to us.  

DOVE CREEK LAWN & GARDEN

Dove Creek Issues – 1) Janice reported that there is one issue that she would like to discuss in executive session.  2)  Lisa reported in her Administrative report that as of August 3, 2007 there has not been a response to the letter sent by Janice to the Holley’s regarding their request for a change on their tap assignment.  This remained the case as of August 9, 2007.
O&M REPORT

Bruce Harrison reported the following in his O & M Report.

Update on Current Projects

Dove Creek Lawn and Garden – Our Right of Way problems seem to be resolved, some work needs to be added to the agreement to finalize this issue.  The Dove Creek crew has installed 5,800 feet of pipe and installed 20 taps on the south side of Dove Creek.  This pipe has not been billed as of today so the grant and loan balances remain the same.  We still have $155,644.15 available on our grant from DOLA and $139,550.72 on the CWCB Loan.

Scada System – Phil Moore (DWCD Staff) is working with Rockwell Software (Allen Bradley).  The problems seems to be with the duel processors.  Phil has eliminated this problem for now and Rockwell has a revision for its current software to eliminate this problem.

Water Operations – Minimal flow conditions exist in Dove Creek Canal due to the weather.

Totten Resevoir   - EA Birk (DWCD Staff) continues to monitor water quality and control flow thru the reservoir.  Steve Harris has completed his report.  Staff is currently reviewing for corrections, deletions or additions.

BOR - The Bureau of Reclamation completed pumping plant and power plant inspections.  The dam inspection has been postponed till later this fall.

Outages - Lightning has caused all plants to go off line during the last month.  Also there have been several power outages on Towaoc Highline Canal reach 3.  We also had a pipe rupture on the Cahone 900 lateral on July 25 it was repaired and returned to service the morning of July 27.  The break served as a good training session for the newer crew members.  It was good experience for the repair of AC pipe and it went real well.

Fairview Pumping Plant - Lightning burned up the auto transformer and line reactor on 

Unit #3.  We are in the process of locating replacement equipment at this time.  

DWCD Staff Update - Ty Gray our summer employee on the Dove Creek L&G project will be leaving to return to teaching position at the end of this week.  He has done an outstanding job of us.   

STATUS OF SYSTEM OPERATIONS/CURRENT O & M WORK

Planned maintenance (work orders) being completed on all facilities.

Vince Lopez and Wayne Kline (DWCD Staff) are working all lateral systems and helping with other repairs were needed.  

Bob McFarlin and Bill Cattles (DWCD Staff) working on McPhee Dam drainage and wood removal. Cahone lateral repair.  Installing M&I taps and helping with Weed Patrol.

Nick Brake (DWCD Staff) has been helping with M& I installations.  Also fabricating lids 

and ladders for new M&I installations.  He has been finishing other miscellaneous

welding and fabricating jobs thru out the project.  

Lloyd Johnson, Harlon Howell and Don Howell (DWCD Staff) have been repairing a electric gate operator for the SLOW tower .  Power plant work and training.  Replacing filters in all plants.  Also doing daily checks of all facilities.

Luke Baxstrom (DWCD Staff) has been servicing and repairing trucks and equipment.  Helping in the field where needed.

E.A Birk (DWCD Staff) has been continuing Dam monitoring, and MP2 maintenance program.  
Monitoring water quality and monitoring releases at Totten.  Checking observation wells through 
the field.  Locating pipelines for UNCC locates throughout the project.

Jerry Katz, Brian Lindsley and Phil Moore (DWCD Staff) have been working on the wiring and installation of the new PLC at Towaoc Power Plant.  They have been working on a drive unit at Sandstone Pumping Plant.  Removing damaged auto start transformer and line reactor from Unit #3 Fairview Pumping Plant. 

Frank Green (DWCD Staff) Weed control all facilities.  Continuing canal treatment of Towaoc Highline and Dove Creek Canals.

Burl Singer , Nick Kingery and Ty Gray (DWCD Staff) installing pipe Dove Creek L&G.  Helping maintenance staff where required with pipeline repair.

Fran asked Bruce if Wes Wilson had contacted him about his line plugging up.  She stated that 

he came to see her and has concerns of his line plugging up.

Bruce H. stated that he had been contacted by Renay Neely about the installation of an M& I 

line at Cahone.  There are nine others interested in the line.  Bruce stated that Renay had 

previously discussed the installation with John Porter back in 2003.  Bruce stated that he 

looked back at a similar line that was completed in Fairview just for pricing information.   
Bruce asked if the Board would like to review the information.  Don stated that it should be 

on the agenda for next month.  The Board asked Bruce to compile the information and bring 

a presentation in concept with pricing information back for review.

Bruce stated that he has been approached by an M & I user at Cahone and they are 

interested in Full Service Water Allocation.  Bruce asked what should tell them about 

proceeding in that direction.
