AUDIENCE

Richard McClellan stated that he was in the process of selling a piece of property that had a water allocation with the DWCD.  He had been told by staff that he was going to have to install a new box upon the sale of the property.  Richard stated that in 1994 he was promised that he would be accommodated with a box to the property.  He stated that he has been billed for Box 122 and 122A.  He stated that his property and the adjacent property owned by relation was leased by the same leasor and was farming the two pieces of property out of the one box (Box 122).  Kenny drew a map of the existing property and the adjacent property.  Kenny explained that the existing property that Richard was speaking of consists of 40 acres with an allocation of 16.9 acres.  The adjacent property owned by McRum Partnership consists of 120 acres with an allocation of 120.1 acres.  All the property has been and is currently being leased by the same leasor.  Kenny explained on the map where the current box is located that is servicing both pieces of property.   The original petition for the land of 160 acres was in the name of Helen McClellan and in 1993 it was transferred to the existing ownership of McRum Partnership – 120 acres and Richard D. and Helen C. – 40 acres.  Don explained that the issue the Board has looking into is the installation of smaller boxes with less cost to the landowner for installation.  The Board’s policy is that when property is split and sold it is required to have a new box for service.  Bruce H. stated that it would cost $30,000 today according to the policy the Board has set.  Bruce stated that he was going to discuss with the Board tonight installation and costs of reduced size boxes for agriculture delivery.  Don asked Richard if he expected the District to pay for the cost of installing the box.  He stated that yes he was told that the District would put the box in and pay for it.  There was discussion of this item and Richard was told that the Board may not have a definite answer by the time of his scheduled closing.  Janice stated if the land was farmed by the same leasor then the landowner is responsible for the box for the policy at that time.  Don stated that the problem is the inflation cost of the box and that is what may have put us where we are today.  Janice stated that there needs to be a written agreement for the future.  Kenny stated that Richard had been in the office to discuss the situation with him.  Kenny stated that he had researched the files and nothing had been documented on the promise in 1994.  There was Board discussion of how they wanted to handle the situation, due to lack of time for the closing.  Janice will provide a legal agreement to be signed by Seller, Purchaser and District for the closing of the property.  She stated that it should be recorded.  Don explained that he would go where the Board wants to go.

MCPHEE RESERVOIR TAMARISK CONTROL 

Steve Miles representing the McPhee Reservoir Tamarisk Control Group presented photos of the tamarisk around McPhee that were taken in 2005.  Steve stated that they received $30,000 in funding from various entities.  Steve explained that tamarisk was sprayed and he estimated that they believe it was about a 90% kill.  Steve explained that it is not really dead, but it is does not have buds or leafing.  Steve stated that that it will take 2-3 years to kill it.  The longer you can leave the skeleton the better off you are.  Steve presented a GPS map that had been created by Eddie Lewis the spray administrator.  Steve stated that DWCD was a contributor of the funding and it has allowed for the control thus far.  He reiterated that it still needs to be preserved in order to keep the investment and to keep the lake clean in order to not pass it on to the farmers through the canal system.  Steve stated that they will be working on a presentation plat in McElmo Canyon.  Hopefully it will have good enough results that the State will want to continue controlling to eradicate.  Proposed projects the next seed sources of Narraguinep and Totten.  Steve stated that they will be working on the stretch from Great Cut Dike to Narraguinep.  He explained that they have had an equipment cost share program through the NRCS.  Steve asked the Board to consider a contribution in the weed budget of $2,000 a year for the maintenance.  Steve stated that they will have a riparian habitat evaluation in order to avoid erosion or other invasions.  Steve T. asked about new growth.  Steve M. stated that breaking the skeletons off at the crown will stimulate new growth.  Steve M. said that they are going to try and get grants for aerial photography in order for spraying.  Steve M. said that it is real encouraging and they seemed to have made a real dent in McPhee.  

AGENCY REPORTS

BOR REPORT - Vern presented the July 1, 2006 Operating Plan.  He stated that he had met with Steve Fuller on the survey for the McPhee Access Road.  Steve was confident that we can follow the existing the road with 2 exceptions that he can work around.  Vern stated that it looks real promising.  The land was transferred back to the Forest Service and he stated that he is going to meet with Steve Beverlin on August 16.  He hopes they can work through it at the local level.  Vern stated that he has had a lot of requests for crossing the canal and pipelines.  Empire is looking to run power to subdivisions and Kinder Morgan running gas lines. 

Vern stated that the Periodic Review for McPhee Dam was completed on June 14.  There were 3 recommendations.  He stated that they were minor and 2 have already been corrected.  The other is removal of debris off the dam.  He stated that he has been working with the Division of Wildlife (DOW) on releases of 70 cfs at powerplant and dam for fishery.  If we could run 75 cfs we could utilize the turbines at the powerplant.  Vern stated that he has been working with the DOW and they seem real receptive.  Vern stated that they are looking at temperatures downstream to make decisions on actual data and will probably set some recording devices to collect the data.  Vern stated that the redraft of the 3900 allocation will be sent back to the people who were in the initial discussions for further review.  

DWR REPORT  - Denise reported that they are going to be replacing the 96CW49 and the 95CW104 water out of Groundhog within the next week or so.  She has been getting a lot of calls from oil and gas companies and seems to be increased activity.  She stated that maybe it could put on CWCB’s agenda at the work session scheduled in Durango next week.  It was announced that the Recreation In Channel Diversion is scheduled for 24th.  The CWCB’s regular meeting is on the 25th & 26th.  Denise asked as a water commission to continue with the interpretation before Hal Simpson retires within the next year.  

T/H COMMITTEE REPORT –  Bruce reported there had been a preconstruction meeting with BWR.  All the fiber plants are shutting down the first two weeks of July and the fiber delivery may not be as originally scheduled.  Bruce stated that all operations are running normal.  

WATER REPORT – Kenny reported that the water flow from the river had dropped to 120 and then with the rains picked up into the 300 range.  He reported that water sales through June are just over 20,000 acre feet.  This calculates to approximately 8 inches per allocated acre and approximately 44%.  Kenny said he is hopeful that we will meet our budget goals.  Joe asked how that compared to last year at this time.

Managing for Excellence Program - John Porter stated that he had attended a meeting held by Reclamation “Managing for Excellence”.  John said it is a reorganization within the Bureau of Reclamation.  Normally in the past other interested stakeholders have not been involved.  They have decided to bring the discussion and ask for input from stakeholders and partners.  John stated that the old Bureau was a construction agency and times have changed.  The Managing for Excellence Program was instituted within the Bureau and covers the 8 functions and how they are assigning a team for those functions.  John stated that they will be having meetings in September and December and are open for input from partners or by written discussions.  John emphasized that DWCD certainly would want to be a part of and participate in the upcoming meetings.  

LEGAL REPORT

UPSTREAM ISSUES
Janice reported that she and Jim Felt, upstream attorney, had agreed on the DWCD potential use of the conditional use of the 505 cfs right.  She stated that the specific wording of the paragraph that they agreed on is on page 2 of her report.  Janice stated that Jim concurs and she recommends the Board’s acceptance.  Janice stated that the Division of Water Resources concurs as well.  Janice stated that the Board would need to move to adopt the decree.  Janice read the paragraph for agreement from her report.

District Water Rights Applications
95CW104:  A Second Amendment to the decree was filed on January 24, 2006, for nine properties and for all the properties within the Town of Rico.  Janice provided a draft Decree to those parties who objected in the initial case.  Janice stated that they are adding 7 new people .  

Both the CWCB and the Colorado Division of Water Resources are okay with the Decree.  Janice still needs to hear from Jim Felt (upstream) and Steve Johnson (Dunton).

99CW69 (Downstream Augmentation Plan) 03CW112 (Ritter/Simon) and 04CW62 (Hartman Draw – New Rights for Totten Reservoir):  Janice stated that she responded to the State’s proposed Decree changes in 99CW69.  Steve Harris will work with her to resolve several key issues in the other two cases.  She reported that they will be scheduling another phone conference in the near future with the Attorney General’s office.

05CW44:  On August 31, 2005, an application for a new Upstream Exchange/Augmentation Plan was filed.  Both the CWCB and Jim Felt filed Statements of Opposition.  Jim’s was filed for Gordon and Jeanne Kuhlman, on behalf of themselves and other upstream users.  Janice stated that she hopes to resolve the issues with Mr. Felt in the near future.  
Janice reported that David Graf, Division of Wildlife, Grand Junction office, is very interested in how the District can protect the fishery release over 78 cfs.  SW District originally applied for the District’s water rights and they had the right for an instream flow.  They say that the current decree will allow for downstream protection.  Janice stated that the CWCB would need to be involved as well.

WILD AND SCENIC RIVERS (“WSR”) – Janice reported that the SW District is concerned that the USFS listed 56 stream segments as eligible for WSR designation and plans to winnow down this number of stream segments only through a suitability process in the EIS for the Plans Revisions.  At the June Roundtable, Mark Stiles indicated he still preferred to conduct the Suitability process in the EIS for the Plans Revisions.  According to Mark, this is the recommendation of the Regional USFS under 2006 planning regulations.  There is a potential for a small reduction in the list. 

At the Roundtable, Chuck Warner, San Juan Citizen’s Alliance, said the bottom line for the SJCA is whether some rivers will be managed to protect their values, whether through WSR status or some other means through serious community-based and locally driven discussion.  He would like a substantive commitment from a group of representative stakeholders to discuss the protection issues.  Chuck said the SJCA will be less concerned about the eligibility list if there will be serious discussions about special protections for key river segments.  Streams include:  Hermosa Creek, Animas River above Baker’s Bridge, the Piedra River, portions of the East/West Forks of San Juan and Dolores River below McPhee.  

The Forest Service hopes to have a draft out this fall with revision plans for 2007.  

Inclusion of language in the Navajo Settlement that would ensure Colorado’s ability that the water is not impaired.  Suggesting some language is anyone has any suggestions.  

DURANGO RECEATIONAL IN-CHANNEL DIVERSION (“RICD”) – Janice reported that the City of Durango will initially present its case to the Colorado Water Conservation Board on July 24, for a hearing in which the CWCB will make findings for consideration by Water Judge Gregory Lyman.  The CWCB staff has recommended denial of the Application, as did the SW District.  Before the Court, the City will have an opportunity to rebut the findings of the CWCB and will carry the evidentiary burden that its application meets all statutory requirements in a trial before the Judge.  

ALP Cases – The Court has not yet issued a ruling in the due diligence case.  Numerous recently filed motions regarding the Trail Management Order (“TMO”) and trial procedures remain to be decided by the Judge, but the Judge set a strict timetable for the development of the TMO.

WETLANDS PROECTION – Janice reported that a divided Supreme Court, 5-4, stopped short of limiting federal protection of wetlands while ruling that the government had overstepped its authority in halting two developments in Michigan, setting aside lower court decisions favoring federal regulators.  At issue was whether federal Clean Water Act (“CWA”) regulations apply to wetlands that are not close to the rivers and lakes.  One Michigan developer faced a prison sentence and a multimillion dollar fine after filling in 54 acres of wetlands to build a shopping center that he contended was 20 miles from the nearest navigable waters.  The ruling may increase the onus on the Army Corps of Engineers in determining what constitutes a wetland.  There was disappointed that he court did not achieve clear agreement on the reach of the CWA because lower courts will still need to feel their way on a case-by-case basis. 

Black Canyon Water Rights – A consortium of environmental groups, led by Colorado Trout Unlimited (“TU”), sued the federal government for allegedly claiming too little water for the Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park abdicating its responsibility by not seeking more water.

Roadless Debate  – In Colorado, which claims about 4.4 million acres of roadless areas in national forests, a statewide task force, chaired by Russell George, is crafting a recommendation to Gov. Owens and the federal government about how to manage land valued for both its natural state and its resource and recreation potential.  The task force will make a draft recommendation by July 19 and will receive comments on that plan until August 15.  
CONSULTING ENGINEER REPORT
1177 Basin Roundtable – Steve stated that a meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 18th at 4 p.m. in Durango.  Senate Bill 179 will be a big topic at that meeting.  A lot to work out before funding is available.

GENERAL MANAGER REPORT
Celcius Energy – Kenny reported that he had received a verbal commitment from Carol Seiler of Questar Exploration on the Celcius agreement.  Kenny stated that he would be preparing a bill for the ten acre-feet of MI&D water since 1996.  

Water Development Opportunities – Kenny reported that staff has been exploring ideas to develop the unused water that DWCD has available.  Discussion have been for both agricultural and M&I water and anticipate having some ideas for consideration by the August Board Meeting.  Dan Isreal has called and would like to work with the District on possible CWCB funding opportunities as we develop joint proposals for the Tribe’s consideration.

Western Weather – Kenny stated that he included the “Final Operational Seeding Summary Report” from Western Weather Consultants, LLC.  Kenny stated that he has had tentative discussions with Larry Hjermstad about the 2006-07 programs.  Kenny reported that he and Jim and had attended a workshop in Boulder.  Kenny stated that the technology and information to seed storms for winter events is advancing but there is a considerable gray area on the documented results.  He asked Jim to state his thoughts.  Jim stated that the cloud seeding operations personnel are not so prone to provide the resulting data on the seeding.  Every operational should provide an evaluation on quantification.  The technology is increasing in that area that they can determine specific conditions. Larry Hjermstad provided suggestions on moving some money into the San Miguel Basin program to enhance our opportunities.  The Lower Basin participants are showing interest in an extended program this next season.

Payment to Bureau of Reclamation – Kenny reported that the accounting for the District’s obligation for the rent found that we owed $107,059.  Kenny stated that his discussions with Ed Warner and Vern suggest that the interpretation of how the negative cash flow may be inaccurate and this should be adjusted.  Janice stated she felt it was a legal matter.  Don stated that it is a common sense matter that we need to set down with the Bureau and figure out if it is fair or not.  Don said that we would continue to discuss it.  Vern clarified that it was Bill Walsh in the accounting office questioning the negative carry over.  Don asked Kenny if the issue is still tied to the Ute’s Payment.  Kenny stated that he felt the issues should not be tied together, but should be treated separately.  Kenny said that he spoke with Rick Gold and they are aware of the problem.  Kenny stated that he is also working with Carol DeAngelis.  Don said that he has had a couple of conversations with Vern on the issues.  Don said that maybe we need to resolve things at a local level rather than going to the higher management for a decision.  Kenny stated that he has asked that Carol and Darryl Beckmann with Reclamation attend the August Board Meeting.

MBIA ANNUITY REPORT – Kenny reported that after talking with Charlie Langhoff of Davidson Fixed Income Management he was able to obtain specific information regarding restructuring opportunities with the present annuity.  The principal amount necessary for the loan obligation of $137,351.44 will be $2,036,367.05 that would now yield 5.48590%, an increase of 0.6859%.  This would provide the District with $2,229,759.37 to invest in other fixed income vehicles.  This is an increase in principal of approximately $237,000 over the figures presented to the Board on May 30, 2006.  There would be a fee of $25,000 to restructure this annuity, which would be recovered in 2.8 months based on these increased rates.  Charlie has also provided two options for the Board to evaluate with respect to the remaining investment.  MBIA will offer a 3 year investment yielding 5.36% or a 5 year investment yielding 5.46%.  

Janice stated that we would probably have to consult with CWCB in order to make a change in the contract.  Janice stated that there might be some costs associated.  Jim asked if we amended the contract with CWCB would they alter the interest rates.  Janice stated she thought that there would only be an amendment fee.  

Kenny recommended that the Board consider the 3 year investment yielding 5.36% and that this interest be targeted for the “Replacement Reserve” account.  The principal investment would remain as collateral for the second CWCB loan that remains inactive at this time.  Kenny also asked for Board action at the meeting in order to secure rates.

BUILDING LEASE – Kenny reported that approval was reached with the Bureau of Reclamation on the leasing of the east wing of the building to the Colorado Division of  Water Resources.  The lease is in the channels of the State for the Division of Water Resources.  The latest information was it had been signed off by the State Comptroller and the Real Estate Division and now awaits the Attorney General’s Office.
O&M REPORT

CURRENT PROJECTS

Dove Creek L&G Reservoir Construction & Pumping Plant – Bruce stated that they have been continuing work on piping fabrication for the pumping plant.  The crew has installed approximately 14% of taps.   The reservoir fence is to be installed the week of July 17th.  Bruce stated that they are still working on the contract with Empire Electric.  

McPhee Dam – Bruce stated that the replacement gate has been installed just above the cattle drive turnout.  The Spillway cleanup has been completed.  The log boom on the spillway repair is completed and it will be installed when the boom truck is available.  The access road cleanup and repair has been started.  Vern stated that it is looking good.

STATUS OF SYSTEM OPERATIONS
Bruce stated that all plants are up and running.  There have been several lighting outages over the last 3 weeks.  Magnicide treatments were completed on T/H this week and Dove Creek last week.  Bruce reported that the air condition problems at Fairview Pumping Plant east unit required replacement.  Also the condenser fan at Dove Creek Pumping Plant is being replaced.

Steve Trudeau asked if anyone has complained about the silt.  Bruce asked Steve T. if he had been experiencing problems with the silt.  Steve T. said that he had.  Bruce stated that  increased velocity of the canal actually increases the silt.  
Full Service Reduced Size Boxes – Bruce and Kenny handed out a breakout of boxes that were reduced with 3 size options.  Bruce stated that they are a full size box made out of blocks instead of concrete and everything is exactly what we have in existing boxes.  Bruce stated that the acreage is covered based on the maximum through the PRV size.  This puts the capacity at 5.6 gpm.  Don stated that we need to have some slack and build some other factors into the sizing.  There were discussions on the difference of the Full Service and the M&I.  The Full Service water allocation is always tied to the land.  The M&I water is optional and can be returned to the District with the can/box taken out.  It is not as easy to relocate or move the Full Service boxes and the District does not have the equipment required to complete this.  It was directed that staff needs to downsize the acreage so that we are not bumping up against the gpm.  There were discussions on the boxes and the costs associated with installation.  Bruce stated that we could write specifications and the landowner could install the box according to our specifications.  There were discussions on the installation of the boxes by landowners/contractors.  It was stated that what ever the policy is at the time that a land is split or the situation occurs is what the landowner is required to abide by.  It was suggested that the policy needs to have specifications and the prices be set yearly according to pricing for that year.  The Board emphasized that they want to make sure it is a full service irrigation box and capable of handling the needed requirements.  Vern asked if the Board really wanted to allow that landowners/contractors install the delivery boxes.  They would have to be inspected and approved.
