AGENCY REPORTS

BOR REPORT
 Vern reported that he had included a reservoir operating plan in the packets.  It includes October’s forecast and actual operation. He stated that he has been looking at the carry over storage this year and trying to predict a runoff for next year with a full supply.  Also included in the packet are 2 templates.  One shows a full supply with a 46% runoff.  Vern reported that the precipitation was approximately 98%, which is a good average.  He stated that he took the carry over from the last 12 years and averaged it.  An average might give us a little spill.  Don asked if Vern would share that information in about January.

The Dolores River was running almost 3,000 cfs on the 7th of October.  He stated that he has been dealing with a lot of landowner issues.  Also a lot of water has been coming from the cross drains and washing debris on lands.  He stated that it is an unusual deal and there is not a policy of how to handle it.  Don asked where the specific problems were.  Vern stated that they were in the MVIC service area.  Don stated that there were significant discussions with the Bureau when the project was built.  Don stated that we should find the information and build a fact sheet, then the information could be shared with people and we would know how to deal with the issues.  It is a continual problem that can arise and he was glad to know that this information is available.  

DWR REPORT 

Denise reported that they have a continuing call below McPhee placed by the Colorado Water Conservation Board.  

WATER REPORT
Kenny stated that the lake elevation came up about 3 feet and we had gained 12,000 af of water from the storm that came through.  The Dolores River was up to 3,000 cfs on the 7th.    Kenny had included in the Board packets information reported from the 3 snotel sites on the precipitation that they had picked up.  Sharkstooth had received 3.4 inches.    
T/H COMMITTEE REPORT

Fiber Optics  – Kenny reported that the fiber project is continuing.  They have completed about 19 miles and it is about 38% complete.  They are continuing to move forward and are approaching the town of Towaoc.  Installation of the conduit (direct buried cable) in the ground will later be tied into the RTUs after they have the line laid.  Logic was to start at the bottom in case they hit the communications cable.  

The next T/H Meeting is Wednesday, October 25, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. at the DWCD, Cortez Office.

LEGAL REPORT

District Water Rights Applications
95CW104:  A Third Amendment to the decree will be filed to add properties to the Decree following the entry of the Court order including these properties within the District.

99CW69:  (Downstream Augmentation Plan), 03CW112(Ritter/Simon) and 04CW62 (Hartman Draw- New Rights for Totten Reservoir):  Responded to the State’s proposed Decree changes in the three cases.  Janice and Steve had another phone conference on August 30 with the Attorney General’s and State and Division Engineer’s offices.  Had thought we had resolved issues in the 99CW69 case, but more people in the State Engineer’s office had to review the Decree.  Janice just received an additional State response for review.  Janice stated that a confidential memo has been given to the board if they want to discuss the issues on the open record.  Steve Harris stated that they discussed the issue in open session at the September 14th meeting.  Don said it could be discussed further at the end of the legal report.

05CW44:  On August 31, 2005, we filed an application for a new Upstream Exchange/Augmentation Plan.  Both the CWCB and Jim Felt, on behalf of Gordon and Jeanna Kuhlman and other upstream users, filed Statements of Opposition.  We hope that resolution of our issues with Mr. Felt in the 96CW49 Amendment will resolve this case.  We will still need to resolve the case with the CWCB.  The proposed plan might not always adequately replace the depletions by exchange on Fish Creek and the East Fork of the Dolores River.  Janice stated she had revised the draft Decree to comply with suggested changes from the Colorado Division of Water Resources (CDWR) and have written to the attorney for the CWCB regarding resolving any issues with language similar to that in 95CW104 reporting on the use of the CWCB de minimus criteria.  She has not yet received a response.

96CW49:  Jim Felt, attorney for Upstream Users, replied to Janice today that he had reviewed the latest documents and finds the changes to both the Stipulation for an Order Amending Decree and the Order Amending Decree are acceptable.  He is recommending to each of the upstream users that they approve the stipulation and amended decree.  Upon receiving written confirmation from each of the upstream users he will notify Janice and can then execute the stipulation and submit it to Judge Lyman for his approval.  

New Cases
CWCB Protection of McPhee Release Greater than 78 cfs:  David Graf, Division of Wildlife, Grand Junction office, is very interested in how the District can protect the McPhee fishery release over 78 cfs.  Dan Merriman had suggested a small group meet with Alex Davis, the new head of the water rights section of the State Attorney General’s office, to discuss legal options.  Janice is still awaiting a call from Alex and will keep the Board posted.

Rico Alluvium Augmentation Plan:  Janice prepared a draft application for Steve to share with the State Engineer’s Office and the CWCB.  Janice, Steve and Kenny will discuss the application with representatives of the CWCB on October 17

District Statements of Opposition
03CW84 (American No. One) – The Judge dismissed the case because the Applicant had failed to attend a Status Conference and did not pay Court fees.  The Applicant now has an attorney, who prepared a draft decree, which includes Applicant’s use of District M&I water to augment Applicant’s use.  The decree will also serve as a petition to include Applicant’s property upon which the spring water will be used within the District. We are still awaiting settlement from the Division Engineer’s office.  This would be a new water right.  Client was willing to be included in the District and come under the augmentation plan.

06CW01 (Kenneth and Linda Davies) – The Davies filed an Application for a Change of Water Right for the Burton Ditch.  The problem is the Burton Ditch was used in only about 1/5 of the years since it was decreed.  It would appear Mr. Davies is going to repair his headgate and get new water right at the requested changed point of diversion.

06CW04 (Guy and Ruth Drew) – The Drews filed an application for a change of water right for a Schalles Ditch Alternate point of division in Alkali Canyon, which allegedly has been used to irrigate 50 acres.  Janice prepared a draft decree, but is awaiting information on historical use.  Janice has received the Division Engineer’s recommendation with additional issues to be resolved.

CWCB Loan Amendments

Janice has reviewed the CWCB’s proposed Loan Contract amendment and has sent suggested minor changes to the CWCB.  It is hoped that the Amendments can be approved in November.  The changes dealt with the security.  It is a 3 year contract that we have with MBIA and a promise to get a long term annuity.  She is working on the language and stated she would be glad to share with anyone interested.  

Janice asked how the Board wanted to take up the Dove Creek Secondary Water System Issues.  She had provided the Board with a memo on Delinquent Tap Payments and Rules and Regulations for the Dove Creek Secondary System.  Don asked for it to be at the end of the legal report after the discussions on 99CW69.

U.S. Forest Service (USFS) Water Roundtable

Water Section – San Juan Public Lands Management Plans Revisions – The Roundtable has been promised another opportunity to review the draft language of the water section of the Plans Revisions before it is made public, probably in January, after the draft Plans Revisions has been reviewed in Washington, D.C., especially given the turmoil over the release of the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National Forests (GMUG) Plans Revisions.  

Wild and Scenic River (WSR) Designations – The Roundtable received information from Mark Stiles reducing the number of streams eligible for WSR designation from 56 to 42.  Because the USFS still wishes to proceed with a suitability analysis, our Senators and the U.S. Congressional Representative from our area sent a letter to Mark Stiles to request a written description of the suitability process, which Mark had outlined verbally at the July Roundtable.  


River Protection Workgroup (RPW) – At the July meeting, the Board of Directors of the Southwestern Water Conservation District (SW District) approved beginning negotiations to outline a process to discuss special protections, either inside or outside the WSR system, for certain streams on the San Juan National Forest, including the Upper Animas River, Hermosa Creek, portions of the Piedra River, the East and West Forks of the San Juan River, and the Upper Vallecito River.

Ditch Bill Update – At the May Roundtable, it was learned that the USFS has performed field work for about 40 Ditch Bill applications and will issue 20 easements.  The other 20 appear more difficult to the USFS.  The SW District has agreed to provide limited help to Ditch Bill applicants regarding ownership of water rights and other technical information.
People have been getting notices on the Ditch Bill, SW agreed to provide help.  The main concern is the re-opener clause for a permanent easement.  They are trying to work with the USFS so there are not re-openers and people are not left hanging for work on their ditches.  This case may impact USFS authority regarding Ditch Bill Easement re-opener with regard to the ESA, since all ditch Bill ditches are pre-1976.

Durango Recreational In-Channel Diversion (RICD) – The SW District has discussed settlement concepts with the City in person and via phone conferences.  They have made some initial progress.  The SW District will be providing the City with some additional settlement concepts.  Negotiations are going forward.  


ALP Cases – The SW District is still awaiting a ruling in the due diligence case, 01CW54, and the amendment and change cases for the Consent Decrees (W-1603-76F and 76J and 02CW85 and 86).

COLORADO RIVER

Black Canyon National Park Water Rights – A consortium of environmental groups, led by Colorado Trout Unlimited (TU), sued the federal government for allegedly claiming too little water for the Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park (Park).  The case stems from a 2003 agreement between the NPS and Colorado, in which the NPS agreed to claim a base river flow of 300 cfs through the canyon.  This flow would be augmented by instream flow water rights to be filed for by the CWCB, if there is sufficient water in Blue Mesa Reservoir to provide for the additional flows.  The environmental groups asked the federal court to overturn the settlement, questioning whether the agreement between the NPS and Colorado can meet the spring runoff needs or whether the NPS must claim higher flows on its own.

The results of the hearing may have implications unrelated to water flows just in th Park.  The dispute over how much water the NPS should have claimed from the Gunnison River in the Park, especially for spring peak flows, may also determine how closely Colorado can work with the federal government to cooperatively manage a river and whether federal rulings or state water law take precedence when Colorado’s water crosses federal land.  

Seven States Agreement – A final Seven States Agreement concerning administration of the Colorado River has not yet been signed.  It was recognized during negotiations that the Upper Basin and Lower Basin have different views on delivery obligations.  Further, there is disagreement between Arizona and Nevada as to Nevada’s share of shortages in time of drought.

Navajo Unit Operations Meeting – The Navajo Reservoir Operations Committee met on August 29, 2006 to coordinate Reclamation’s operation of the Navajo Unit.  Janice reported the highlights from her report.

Status of Signing SJRRIP Cooperative Agreement – The Agreement extending the SJRRIP must be signed November 1, 2006, pursuant to authorizing legislation for SJRRIP.  The program document is up for approval at the November 19 Coordination Committee meeting.

Statewide Water Supply Initiative (SWSI) – Phase 2 Update – In June-August, the SWSI team presented Water Supply and Needs Reports based on the SWSI Report at the Interbasin Compact Basin Roundtable meetings.  Reports on the status of water Conservation and Efficiency, Alternative Agricultural Transfers, Recreation and Environment Needs and Addressing the Gap can be provided if anyone is interested.  

Bill to Facilitate Title Transfer of Facilities – The bill directs the Secretary of the Interior to issue criteria for the transfer of title to Reclamation facilities and lands, including multi-purpose and multi-beneficiary projects and directs the Secretary to undertake a study to identify which Reclamation facilities may be appropriate for transfer.


Irrigated Farmland in Colorado Disappearing – According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service the amount of irrigated farmland in Colorado has reached it lowest point in 32 years.

New Totten filling rights and exchange plans re:  Case Nos. 03CW112 (Simon and Ritter Draws) and 04CW46 (Hartman Draw) – Janice provided the Board with a Confidential Memo which provided new water sources.  Steve Harris stated that they had a good discussion at the last meeting.  Janice stated that although the District applied for exchange water rights from Totten to McPhee, such an exchange may not be necessary because the exchange is not through a stream system, but through Dolores Project facilities.  Bruce Whitehead believes that the District should be able to exchange water from Totten into McPhee through internal accounting.  If such internal accounting is possible, it would simplify the decree considerably.  Bruce feels it could be treated as a new water case as long as we track the water in McPhee.  Janice stated that she had spoke with Don about this earlier.  The accounting would have to be accurate.  It was suggested to authorize staff to explore the idea with the Tribe and MVIC.  Vern stated they there would have to be a carriage contract.  It was stated that the District needed to keep MVIC and the Tribe informed.  Don asked what happens with the filing while we explore options.  Janice stated that it is stays as long as we report on the status.  It was stated that we do not want to give up the exchange process.  Staff needs to decide what the internal accounting process would involve.  Also the District needs to begin initial discussions with the Tribe and MVIC.  Janice stated that she would talk to the Attorney General Office and ask for additional time and explain that we need to discuss options with our partners.  She stated she would report back to the Board.  Janice stated that she could outline information for discussions with the Tribe and MVIC.  Steve Harris stated that it would be helpful to see how it would appear on the allocation sheet.  Don stated that we need to know what the issues are in front of us.  Janice stated that she would need assistance from Kenny and Steve Harris for the internal accounting.

DOVE CREEK SECONDARY WATER SYSTEM ISSUES
Dove Creek – Rules and Regulations/Payment Issues – Janice provided the Board with a draft of the Dove Creek Rules and Regulations prior to this meeting with discussions to be held at the October meeting.  Janice stated that the Board needs to adopt rules and regulations for the system prior to delivery of water.  The other issue is for the delinquencies of the Dove Creek Lawn and Garden accounts.    Don asked Larry if one should be discussed before the other.  Larry stated that he thought it should be put off completely and wanted to know who asked Janice to complete this work.  Don stated that they would be discussing both at the meeting tonight and wanted to know if he had a preference.  Janice stated that they would discuss the delinquencies and asked if the Board wanted to discuss it in open session.  At the time Janice prepared the memos there were 15 accounts that had not paid for the first or second installments.  It was reported that the 3rd installment had just been billed.  Janice stated that we may need to get another update on the accounts.  Janice had discussed it in the spring and it was stated that as the system was installed and moved forward that the collections would come in.  Janice ask what route the Board wanted to take with the past due accounts.  Janice felt that the District had been generous on letting people pay for the taps over time instead of a one time lump payment.  Larry asked Janice what prompted this.  Janice stated that she understood there was a problem and it was her job as the attorney representing the District.  Kenny was asked where he stood on the issue.  Kenny stated in the middle.  Kenny reported that the District staff is moving as fast as they can with the construction of the project given the constraints they have had to deal with.  Larry asked if it has put the District in a financial constraint yet.  Janice stated that on a contractual agreement it could affect the loans with DOLA and CWCB.  Don stated that Kenny was to prepare documentation on the Dove Creek Lawn and Garden system to have a discussion on these issues at the meeting tonight.  Kenny stated that he had not prepared the documentation for the discussion to take place at the meeting tonight.  Don stated that from the time John Porter left we have relied on consulting staff to pull things together and they are assisting the District staff.  Bruce Smart asked if the system is contingent on a certain number of taps for the DOLA grant.  Larry stated that he would support going after collections when water is in the lines for at least 30-60 days.  Don asked what kind of guidance do we want provide staff for these issues.  Joe stated that it would be a very important part of the process to have the committee members from Dove Creek here for discussions.  Don stated that he felt a lot could be settled when Kenny provides the Board with information for them to make an informed decision.  Janice stated as the attorney she brings her recommendation to the Board for the Board to make the decision.  Don stated again that he needs information where we are and where we are going to be.  Don stated that there is not one person that wants to kill the project.  Kenny stated that he would have a full blown analysis at the next meeting or before.  Don asked Janice what she wanted to do on dealing with the Rules and Regulations.  Janice stated that since the delivery of water is not taking place this year the rules and regulations can be delayed.

CONSULTING ENGINEER REPORT

Aspinall EIS - Steve reported that the agreement on the water rights for the Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park is likely to delay the Aspinall EIS and impact the progress until a resolution is reached. 


Rico Alluvium – Steve stated that a draft water right application to use the Rico Alluvium as a source of augmentation water on the East fork is being circulated to DWR and CWCB for review and comment.  Tentatively a meeting has been established on October 17 in Rico with CWCB, DWCD and Rico representatives to coordinate use of the alluvium and Rico water supply issues.

Recessed meeting at 8:49 p.m. for break

Reconvened Dolores Water Conservancy District Meeting at 8:58 p.m.

DWCD 2007 DRAFT BUDGET
Kenny presented the Board with a first preliminary budget.  Kenny stated at the last meeting he threw out a payment option.  After further discussions, the water bank became a real issue if all users were to billed for their full allocation.  Kenny stated that he started with the backup calculations shown on page 2.  He stated that he raised the minimum charge to collect for the water that was not being used.  The number calculated out to be $27.50 an acre foot for the minimum charge.  He then based the delivery charge on 42,650 acre feet, which comes out to $6.28.  This comes out to a total of $33.78.  It is a lower delivery than the projection for 2006 and based on the predictions the full service rate would not change from last year.  It would also balance the budget.  Don asked Kenny what is he is expecting from tonight and the following months and where are we going.  Kenny stated that a Budget Workshop would be advantageous and give him a chance to review.  Kenny stated that this is the Boards first look at the budget this year.  Kenny stated that he would present what he changed and the major highlights.  Don stated he felt that Kenny was on the right track and he liked what he was hearing.  Kenny stated that there was a significant amount of non-use and 20% of the project is not using their water.  Don asked what drives the short use versus non-use.  Steve Trudeau said crop rotation.  Don said that an analysis of water usages would be helpful.  Don asked the Board if a Budget Workshop has merit.  The Board agreed to set a Budget Workshop for Wednesday, October 25, 2006 

(8:00 -12:00a.m.).

Kenny reported that the Administration Budget is $2,000 less than the 2006 Budget.  It remains relatively constant with little changes.  We would still be transferring from the Administrative to O&M in the amount of $279,000.  This is 10% of O&M Budget.  Kenny stated he would check on the amount that was actually transferred in 2006 from the budgeted amount and why the differences.  Kenny stated that the Enterprise Fund shows an increase in expenses of approximately $300,000 over the 2006 Budget.  Part of this difference is due to a change where the Replacement Reserve line item has been placed.  Both the Contingency and Replacement Reserve items have been increased for 2007.  There is $100,000 to replacement reserve and contingency was $50,000.  For 2007 the contingency would be $100,000.  Kenny stated that the opportunity to pay back to reserves is now.  Capital Outlay includes costs of a transport truck and a small track hoe.  Also included is the cost to refurbish the spray truck.   Employee expenses have increased due to health insurance increases as well as salary adjustment for performance.   Janice asked if the District would incur further costs in the SCADA replacement for the north system.  Kenny stated that the 2006 Budget will have to be amended.  This is due to the payment to the Bureau that was not appropriated in the 2006 Budget.  Janice asked where the income and expense to Reclamation is on the 2007 Budget.  Kenny stated that the income is shown on line 21 of the 200 budget.  He stated that expense is not expected.

GENERAL MANAGER REPORT
Payment from Ute Mountain Ute Tribe / Bureau of Reclamation – Kenny reported that the payment was received in September and the money is in the bank.
Janice asked about the charge notices and stated that maybe we should send a letter and then send a bill to Reclamation by January 1 or 2 if the Utes do not respond or if they do not pay.  Don stated that in the charge notice letter it could request a response requirement.  Then if they don’t respond by letter or payment, we need to proceed with a request from Reclamation. Vern stated that he spoke with Carol on setting up a meeting for the Ute’s payment and she is working on it.  Don asked to be reminded in January to discuss this with Mark in February.  
Managing for Excellence – Kenny stated that he participated in the discussion with the Bureau of Reclamation in Salt Lake City, Utah on September 20-21, 2006. There was a lot of concerns related to partners/clients and losing the Reclamation staff that were partnering on the projects.  The next meeting is scheduled to be in Sacramento, date unknown at this time.  Vern stated that he received a letter from Rick Gold and Reclamation will be consolidating Design and Construction in the Regional office instead of at the area offices.  ALP and Farmington with be combined and there are other changes coming.
