AGENCY REPORTS

BOR REPORT
 Vern reported that 1) The Ute payment is being paid by the Bureau, however, what will happen next year is unknown.  Vern stated that the Board and Reclamation need to look for ways to resolve this issue so the District is not in this position in the future.  It was suggested that that when the money is received that Kenny mail a thank you note to Reclamation and it was also suggested that DWCD notify the Tribe when the bill is sent out that there is a 60-day payment policy for all other users and to put them on notice.  Don stated that a different contract dictates action and the Board cannot make a unilateral decision.  Vern stated that the Utes owed DWCD approximately $20,000 and the rest of the funds belong to the Towaoc Highline Committee.  Vern explained the intricacy of the billing. Don stated that educating both the Bureau and the District on this issue would be beneficial and would like to charge Kenny and Vern with setting up some type of workshop to discuss the issue, to review the contracts and go through some options for resolution. Vern explained that the next charge notice is due to come out on October 10 and the notice is due December 31st.  2) Vern reported that there will still be water in the reservoir at the end of the season.  MVIC is projected to get 5,700 AF of project water this year.  MVIC is letting 80 cfs out of Groundhog and will be pulling Groundhog down.  MVIC asked if they have to use their non-project water before their project water.  Vern stated that he has reviewed the contract and it seems ambiguous looking at the DPR MVIC only used Groundhog in the drought/shortage situations, and it is in everyone’s best interest that they use their project water before they drain Groundhog. It was asked if it would be worth pursuing a trade with MVIC on that water and would that be possible for the Bureau to allow something like that.  Vern stated that he didn’t know offhand but could look into it once more specifics were provided.

DWR REPORT 

Denise reported that 1)  DWR had their fall meeting, Denise stated that Hal Simpson, Bob Daniels and Dennis Miller will be retiring this year.  2) DWR is preparing to host the Colorado Water Officials Association meeting in Durango in 2007.  3) DWR hired a new hydrographer engineer from Pueblo, Brian Boughton will take Scott Britton’s place.  4) DWR is close to finishing the yearly water reports.

T/H COMMITTEE REPORT

Kenny reported on the following:

Fiber Optics  – The fiber project is continuing.  The locating of existing communications cable is being completed by DWCD’s electricians.  A crew is also pot-holing existing communications lines.  BWR has hit a lot of rock while trenching and this has slowed progress.  Jim Skinner, inspector, is doing a great job and has kept things moving.

Discussion:   Bruce Smart asked how much was complete.  Vern stated that it looks like it is at about 10%.


The next T/H Meeting is Wednesday, September 27, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. at the DWCD, Cortez Office.

WATER REPORT
Kenny stated that 1) Water sales were 43,318 AF or 18.2 average inches per allocated acre.  This is 94.2% of projected sales based on the 2006 Budget. E.A. reported to Kenny that approximately 47,000 AF has been pumped into the canals to-date.  Kenny stated that he is confident that the 2006 Budget goal will be met. 2) The reservoir is down about 32 feet from full elevation.  Active capacity is 99,523 AF.  

LEGAL REPORT

Upstream Issues


95CW104 Decree Amendments -   A Second Amendment to the decree was recently entered to add nine properties and all the properties within the Town of Rico to the Decree.
95CW104 Inclusion Hearing – There needs to be an inclusion hearing scheduled to include into the District boundaries property of parties who whish to come under the augmentation exchange decree in 95CW104.

99CW69 Downstream Augmentation Plan – 03CW112 (Ritter/Simon) and 04CW62(Hartman Draw/New Rights for Totten):  A response was made to the State’s proposed Decree changes in three cases.  Janice and Steve Harris had another phone conference on August 30 with the Attorney General’s and State Engineer’s offices.  They thought they had resolved issues in the 99CW69 case, but more people in the State Engineer’s office had to review the Decree. Janice will bring the Decree to the Board in October.  Janice and Steve will provide a confidential memo on the other two cases.

05CW44 – Janice filed an application for a new Upstream Exchange/Augmentation Plan on August 31, 2005.  Both the CWCB and Jim Felt filed Statements of Opposition.  Jim’s was filed for Gordon and Jeanne Kuhlman, on behalf of themselves and other upstream users. Janice hopes that resolution of issues with Mr. Felt in the 96CW49 Amendment will resolve this case.  Janice still needs to address CWCB.  The proposed plan might not always adequately replace the depletions by exchange on Fish Creek and the East Dolores.  Janice has revised the draft Decree to comply with suggested changes from the CDWR. Jim Felt needs signatures from all of the landowners listed in the case.

McPhee Fishery Release over 78 cfs – David Graf, Division of Wildlife, Grand Junction office, is very interested in how the District can protect the McPhee fishery release over 78 cfs.  Dan Merriman had suggested a small group meet with Alex Davis, the new head of the water rights section of the State Attorney General’s office to disucss legal options.  Janice is awaiting a call from Alex.
DISTRICT STATEMENTS OF OPPOSITION

03CW84 (American No. One) –  Although the case was dismissed earlier because the Applicant failed to attend the August 2005 Status Conference and did not pay Court fees by October 25, the Applicant now has an attorney, Jim Anesi, who prepared a draft decree, which includes the Applicant’s use of M&I water to augment Applicant’s use.  The decree will also serve as a petition to include Applicant’s property upon which the spring water will be used within the District.  Bruce Whitehead still has several issues with the decree.
06CW01 (Kenneth and Linda Davies) – The Davies’ filed an Application for a Change of Water Right for the Burton Ditch.  The problem is the Burton ditch was used only about 1/5 of the years since its decree.  It would appear Mr. Davies is going to repair his headgate and get only a new water right at the requested changed POD.  It is likely this application will be withdrawn.

06CW04 (Guy and Ruth Drew) – The Drew’s filed an application for a Change of Water Right for Schalles Ditch Alternate POD in Alkali Canyon which has been used to irrigate 50 acres. Janice has prepared a draft decree, but is awaiting information on historical use.  The Drew’s did not appear at the Status Conference held on August 25, 2006.

USFS AND BLM MANAGEMENT PLANS (PLANS) REVISIONS


Water Section – San Juan Public Lands Management Plans Revisions – The Roundtable at its August meeting, suggested numerous corrections to the draft language of the water section of the Plans Revisions and Janice provided further changes to Kelly Palmer.  
Ditch Bill Update – At the May Roundtable, it was learned that the USFS has performed field work for about 40 Ditch Bill applications and will issue 20 easements.  The other 20 appear more difficult to the USFS.  The SW District has agreed to provide limited help to Ditch Bill applicants regarding ownership of water rights and other technical information.


Wild Scenic (“W&S”) Rivers Issue –The Roundtable receive information from Mark Stile reducing the number of streams eligible for WSR designation from 56 to 42.  Because the USFS still wishes to proceed with a suitability analysis, our Senators and the US Congressional representative from our area will be sending a letter to Mark Stiles to request a written description of the suitability process, which Mark outlined verbally at the July Roundtable.

COLORADO RIVER


Durango RICD – The City of Durango filed an application for a RICD water right on the Animas River on February 28, 2006.  Durango’s application did not include any language to protect existing non-decreed upstream uses or to allow a minimum 7,000 AF carve out for future upstream development.  The application seeks from 185 cfs (winter) to 1,400 cfs (two weeks in June), for 13 time-periods year-round, for a 1,183-foot reach at Smelter Rapids for five structures, or dams including the winter.  No other decreed RICD is year-round.  The City seeks daily RICD use from 8 am to 8 pm, except when competitive events occur, then from 6 am to midnight.  Use is for boating, kayaking, tubing and other general recreational activities. The SW District, Silverton, LaPlata County San Juan County, BOR Durango West Metro Districts and as many as 50 others have filed statements of opposition and their disclosures.  The City presented its case to the CWCB.  The CWCB accepted the staff recommendation to deny the Application.  They City will have an opportunity to rebut the findings of the CWCB before the Court and will carry the evidentiary burden that its application meets all statutory requirements in a trial before Judge Lyman.  If the City is successful, Judge Lyman will enter a decree recognizing the RICD water right.
ALP Cases


Due Diligence Case – The court will issue a ruling in the due diligence case, 01CW54, by October 1, 2006.


Colorado Ute Settlement Act Amendments of 2000 – The passage of the Colorado Ute Settlement Act Amendments of 2000, required the filing by the US to amend, for the two Southern Ute Indian Tribe cases, the Consent Decrees on the Animas and La Plata Rivers and to change these Consent Decrees on behalf of the Ute Mountain Ute Tribe.  Trial for these four cases began on August 7, 2006
DOVE CREEK SECONDARY WATER SYSTEM ISSUES
Dove Creek – Rules and Regulations – Janice provided the Board with a draft of the Dove Creed Rules and Regulations prior to this meeting.  It was stated that based on the information given to the Board it is the feeling of one Director that this seems to be “re-inventing the wheel”.  Kenny was directed to compare the agreement and the rules and regulations.  This topic is to be discussed further at the October regular meeting.

Dove Creek – Payment Issues – 1) It was stated that the 1st 200 taps were sold at a cost of $3200 and the cost after that was to be $3850, to cover costs while the crew is in Dove Creek but they are not part of the first 200 taps.  Any latecomers into the project would pay $4800 per tap.  Janice provided the Board with a memo stating that she would like to send notice to people who haven’t paid their initial tap installments.  It was stated that this was a two year project and was started late the people of Dove Creek don’t want to pay until they see water in the pipeline.  It was stated that when the water comes the money will come.  Comments from the Board were requested.  Another Director stated that he doesn’t feel that there should be any litigation at this point.  2) Kenny stated that the document that was recorded doesn’t rise to the level of a lien.  When a foreclosure occurs DWCD doesn’t receive notice and we don’t have the opportunity to redeem.  There is no easy way to resolve that.  It was asked if this is a project repayment problem.  Kenny stated that if there are only 5-6 then it’s likely not a problem, however, 50-60 would be a serious problem there are some broader questions that need to be answered, regarding financial impact etc.  It was stated that there needs to be dialogue between the Dove Creek Committee and DWCD prior to the October meeting, this issue will be discussed at that meeting.  3)  The CWCB agreement and DOLA grant need to be amended to meet the completion criteria, Kenny will work on amending these documents. 

OTHER
CONSULTING ENGINEER REPORT

Steve reported on the following items:


Totten to McPhee Exchange – Steve stated the DWCD filed for water rights in Ritter, Hartman and Simon Draw and would like to pump the water into the Towaoc/Highline Canal “T/H” canal and thru a decree exchange it into McPhee.  Bruce Whitehead said not to put it into the decree and deal with it through internal accounting.  The decree to get the water in would work if the exchange was not included in the decree.  Vern stated that the T/H committee would need to be a big part of this discussion.  It was stated that since there is project and non-project water though the project facility some version of a carriage contract would likely be required.  Steve stated that this project seems doable, but he is providing this information for the Board to mull over to discuss at a later date.  It was asked how big of an issue the water quality was.  Steve stated that if anything stops this it will be water quality.  The maximum flow would be 8 cfs possibly 10 cfs and salinity shouldn’t be a problem, however, there should be some standard inorganic water quality studies done. The other issue is how to get the water up to the T/H canal.  Vern stated that this could affect the operation of the Towaoc Powerplant and that would be an issue, there has to be at least 30 cfs running through the powerplant.  Steve stated that decision at this point needs to be whether the exchange would be okay, then the decree needs to be finalized and contemplate the other issues later.  


Water Rights Application for Rico Alluvium Augmentation Plan – Steve stated that in 95CW104 upstream uses agreement the West Fork has Groundhog for storage, however, the East Fork for does not have a reservoir to provide a way to augment that area and there needs to be a source of water for authorized diversions when it exceeds the CWCB deminimus.  Resolution for this problem is in progress in conjunction with Rico and hopefully there will be draft applications to Rico and CWCB.  The goal is for completion by the end of the year.  There is a developer that needs water and has been pushing for a new water source.  
Aspinall EIS – Currently the task is looking at action alternatives on the flow recommendations.  When the water supply has been taken in the past there was one way, to read the hydrology.  Now Reclamation is into traces and they have come up with many ways to reorder the historic years of record on the hydrology.  There are multiple ways to try to determine the length of drought and then use the statistics to analyze the hydrology and what type of drought an area is in.  At this point this is considered the “best available science” and this technique will be used.

OTHER ISSUES/BUSINESS/REPORTS

Recessed meeting at 8:26 p.m. to convene the Water Activity Enterprise.

GENERAL MANAGER REPORT
Celsius Energy / Questar Exploration and Production Company – The District received a payment in the amount of $19,083.70 which represents the Celsius Energy / Questar E&P obligation for the period of December 13, 1995 through December 12, 2006.  Kenny’s communications with Jane Seiler, Regulatory Affairs Manager, allowed him to present the vast array of documents the Board has seen and explain the issues.  She was extremely understanding and the result is signed Non-Potable Domestic Water/Sales Application for 2006.  Kenny believes that this issue has been fully resolved and the District staff will handle it with all other M&I tap billings in the future.

Web Site Update – The Dolores Water Conservancy District web site has undergone a face lift and Kenny believes everyone will be very impressed with the “new” look.  District staff (Phil, Lisa and Gina) worked with Dana Peterson of Pixel Right on these modifications to allow agendas and minutes to be posted with relative ease.  Other timely messages to users can also be communicated in an expedient manner.  Kenny encourages every Board member to check it out!

Payment from Ute Mountain Ute Tribe / Bureau of Reclamation – Kenny has received a letter from Carol DeAngelis, Area Manager, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation, confirming that the District’s request for payment of the Ute Mountain Ute Tribe’s 2005 and 2006 delinquent obligations in the amount of $523,420.12 will be transferred no later than September 30, 2006.  This will resolve another ongoing financial issue and Kenny will pay particular attention to this matter in 2007.  Kenny stated that he appreciates the effort that Darryl Beckmann, Carol DeAngelis and Vern Harrell have provided in working with the District to obtain this financial payment.

Building Maintenance and Office – The space that was left vacant when Pueblo Community College terminated their lease has been freshly painted and was used very effectively on Wednesday to host the Basin Roundtable group.  DWCD staff received many kind compliments on the District’s facilities.  The parking lot has been seal coated with an asphalt based material and re-striped.  The exterior stucco and wood will be painted in the next two weeks.

Jonathan Niles with Computer Medics will install a new computer server that will provide the office with uninterrupted service.  The office has been dealing with considerable problems the past few months and the new server should eliminate this inconvenience.  

Health Insurance Increase – The District received notification of a 20% increase in the overall premiums for employee health insurance.  The employee will pay 20% of the increase and the District will pay the remaining 80%.

Managing for Excellence – Bureau of Reclamation – On August 29th the Bureau of Reclamation made a presentation at the District office in their continuing customer relations program “Managing for Excellence”.  The presentation was attended by Carol DeAngelis, Ed Warner, Vern Harrell and Mary Halverson from the Bureau of Reclamation and Steve Trudeau, Jim Fisher, Bruce Smart and Kenny Smith from the Dolores Water Conservancy District.  This presentation was focused on how the Bureau of Reclamation charges projects that they perform the maintenance operations on equipment and facilities.  This costing does not apply to the District but an interesting discussion followed on replacement analysis and a long-term planning document.  Kenny stated that he will follow up with Mary Halverson to obtain these forms for our internal use. 

2007 Budget Process – Kenny reported that preliminary work has started on the 2007 Budget.  Discussions with staff on capital expenditures have begun and will focus on replacement items for field work.  Kenny suggested to the Board that they seriously consider charging full-service users 100% of their allocated water.  He believes that this would eliminate a considerable amount of uncertainty with regard to the budget, especially in predicting the amount of water that will be sold the following year and in meeting the financial obligations of the District.  Two Directors are in agreement that the water bill be sent for the full amount.  This way the non-water users will be paying a more equitable amount in relation to the water users, this would also be useful in building reserve funds, the drought set the District back financially in 2002 and the entire burden should not be bourn by the District.  The reserve fund that was used in 2002 and 2003 still hasn’t been replenished because water sales have not been adequate.  The District needs to be prepared to maintain an aging project.  It was stated that Kenny should be innovative in ways to implement a charge to make the revenue whole.  It was stated that there is also a concern with regard to leasing and making the landowner aware that they are responsible for the payment of the water.

WATER SUPPLY RESERVE ACCOUNT (SB 06-179)
Discussion of Potential Projects – There were quite a few projects presented at the Basin Roundtable meeting held at DWCD on September 13, 2006.  Kenny would like to hear from the Board on what type of projects the DWCD would like to present, if any, stating that the application process is open and there is not a deadline.  Steve Harris stated that there are two options at this point in presenting an application, to go for it and be the first, or apply later after others there have been through the process.  Don stated that if a Board has a project that has been thoroughly researched and are realistic in what will make a project succeed, then than an entity should go through with a project application ASAP. Don thinks the biggest hurdle will be getting the Basin Roundtable to approve a project, as there are 35 members that all must agree on what are the best project ideas.  Project ideas mentioned for DWCD would be to apply for further construction funds to complete WETPACK, the Totten Exchange project and an O&M overview on the project facilities.  MVIC’s project ideas included work on Groundhog and the DRD suggested a contribution for funds, approximately $50,000, to continue their progress.  DRD is to a point that they will be getting specific to what the funds will be used for. David Graf is done with the base-line, the group decided that the technical team will tailor the specifics.  The San Juan WCD is requesting assistance to purchase land.  Vern stated that Kinder-Morgan pays $1.2 million per month for electricity, and the he mentioned to Bob Clayton that Kinder-Morgan build Plateau reservoir and utilize the energy from the reservoir explaining to Bob that this would also be an appropriate project for application.

Discussion:  Don stated that the WETPACK project would be a great project but the Board needed to have the will to build the project.  Steve stated that the DWR is getting the Probable Maximum Precipitation “PMP” program up and running MVIC could possibly get DWR to research the PMP on Groundhog.

O&M REPORT

CURRENT PROJECTS

Dove Creek Lawn & Garden

A written report was submitted by Bruce stating that 1) Approximately 112 taps have been installed in the north system.  There were 3 taps to complete the north side of the system as of September 14, 2006.  2) Construction has started on the reservoir fence.  3) The addition of another power pole should be completed soon. 4)  The system will not be energized this season.  5)  Larry discussed some ROW issues and easement issues.  Kenny will attend the Dolores County Commissioners meeting Monday, September 18.  Larry stated that he would like to see the billing that has been sent to CWCB at the October meeting.


McPhee Dam – Staff completed work on the south abutment.  Wood still needs to be remove from the upstream face and will be completed when staff is available.

STATUS OF SYSTEM OPERATIONS

A written report was submitted by Bruce stating that 1) planned maintenance is being completed on all facilities. 2) All of the pumping plants are running 3) Frank Green has continued with the application of weed spray on the Towaoc Highline Canal when possible 4) The number one motor at Fairview has shorted and damaged the slip ring assembly.  It will require shop teardown and repair this winter.
